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The Automotive High School in New York City is the first school to join The Great Race - a Global Collaborative Classrooms Project.  Two staff members, Joe Ferrari and Tommy Cassino, are also serving as members of The Great Race Advisory Board.  The Automotive High School has been an award-winning school since it opened in 1937. 
One of the school's recent award-winning projects was the Grease Car Project in which students are converting diesel vehicles to run on used vegetable oil. You may view a film about this project; recent screenings include Sundance Film Festival, with 'Everything's Cool' Broadway Centre Cinemas IV, SLC, January 22nd, 2007 and 2006 Sundance Summit, a mayor's gathering on Climate Protection hosted by ICLEI and Robert Redford.
